⃞ Light attire for hot days
⃞ Warm clothes for cold nights

Health & Safety

⃞ First Aid Kit
⃞ Dust Mask
⃞ Sunscreen
⃞ Medications
⃞ Single Ply Toilet Paper
⃞ Goggles

Sanitation

⃞ Castile Soap
⃞ Trash Bags

⃞ Headlamp

⃞ Shade Cloth - Recommend Aluminet
⃞ Solar Shower Bag

Food

⃞ Snacks & easy-to-eat items (jerky & 
food bars

⃞ Electrolytes (gummies, sports drinks, 
powders)

⃞ Individually packed soy milk (shelf 
stable & does not require fridge)

Clothing

⃞ Natural, unbleached linens (breathes 
well & protects skin)

⃞ Duster Coat, Knit Poncho, Cape, 
Cloak, Magic Robe or Jacket

⃞ Furry Coat for exceptionally cold nights
⃞ Roman-inspired outfit for the evening 

ball dance
⃞ Witch/Wizard Hat and/or Parsol
⃞ Om Mantra Scarf or Bandana
⃞ Socks (As many as you can pack; 

you’ll be thankful for fresh socks!)

Lighting

⃞ Lit, glowing accessory for nightwear
⃞ Lanterns. Create mystical old-world 

charm

⃞ Duct Tape

⃞ Reusable Water Bottle or Camelback
⃞ Ground Anchors 

⃞ 14” x ⅜” hex head lag screws
⃞ Impact Driver with 3/8” Socket Bit
⃞ Chain, 2 links per lag screw

⃞ Stove & Butane or Propane
⃞ Propane Fire Pit - Minimum 6” 

elevation from ground
⃞ Cooking Pan or Pot
⃞ Dish Cleaning Tubs or Pots
⃞ Solar Panel with USB ports
⃞ Rechargeable Batteries
⃞ Camera with protective cover
⃞ Toolbox / Jumper Cables 
⃞ Ratchet Straps / Rope / Bungee Balls
⃞ Plastic Bin to hold liquid Fuel 

Containers - This must contain 
accidental spills!

⃞ Bicycle. Not required, but nice to have

Health & Safety

⃞ Mountaineering Sunglasses or 
Sunglasses with Side Shields. 

⃞ Lip Balm
⃞ Aloe Vera
⃞ Baby Wipes 
⃞ Lotion & Vinegar (for skin pH balance)
⃞ Ear Plugs
⃞ Eye Drops
⃞ Nasal Spray

Above & Beyond
TO MAKE THE MOST OF YOUR TRIP, CONSIDER 

BRINGING THESE ADDITIONAL ITEMS

⃞ Incense: Bring various scents, such as 
white sage, to create a magical 
atmosphere.

⃞ Tapestries & Prayer Flags. Add a 
celestial touch to your campsite.

⃞ Hammocks, Cushions & Rugs. Bring 
bohemian comfort to your home, and 
make a space for guests to relax.

⃞ Singing Bowls, Herbal Teas, Tarot 
Cards. Extend the tall tale through an 
interactive experience. Consider 
offering teas, creating a sound bath, or 
rituals. The imagination is the limit!

⃞ Fire Dancing? Bring a fire blanket so 
anyone can put the fire out, in case 
your hair or clothes are on fire.

⃞ Musical Instruments. Build 
community through music and song

⃞ A written intention. Prepare for the 
magickal journey you are about to 
embark on

⃞ Talismans, amulets, or other 
personal objects. Helpful in group 
rituals

⃞ Ritual robe or other magical outfit
⃞ Yoga rug or mat
